Evolution of Workers Comp
A In return for these benefits:

A Workers could not sue for unsafe working
conditions

A Employer retained the right to pick the doctor

A Income benefit based on 66 2/3 of the
empl oyeeO0Os average Wwe

A It Is assumed that 1/3 of salary Is paid In taxes
A The income benefit iIs non-taxable



Evolution of Workers Comp

A Death Benefits:

A Widow receives 66 2/3 of average weekly wage
(AWW) for a maximum of 500 weeks unless the
widow:

A Dies

The Workers Comp Claims Process
A The work related injury occurs (event date)

A Employee reports incident to employer
A Employee has 90 days to report incident

A No medical bills incurred prior to reporting are
covered

A Employer completes the First Report of Injury

A Employer reports the incident to MWCF
